1.1 User profiles  

The MCG-Production software installed on the BM76S has three user profiles. 

 

 

The Operator profile is loaded by default. 

The current profile is indicated in the upper section of the screen.

14. Production time of the day. 

15. Number of scions produced in one day in real time. 

16. Number of scions produced in one cycle. 

17. Number of scions collected at the exit. 

18. Accessing the production statistics screen (Maintainer or Manufacturer Profile) (see page 11). 

19. Accessing information on the last wood that passed in front of the cameras. 

20. Resetting the scion count to zero.
